The Line Bisection Crossout Task (by Suter) is simple enough to be performed by most of your patients. Orient a legal size sheet of
paper with the long side horizentally in front of you. Draw lines, most of them oriented horizontally on the paper, as below, with
opproximately half of the lines greater than 4 cm in length. These are your screening sheets. Tape the paper to the table, again
oriented long side horizontally, centered in frent of the patient. Do not let the patient move their body to the side, or use their
fingers ta do the task. The patient is asked to bisect all of the lines on the sheet. In deep neglect, the patient will neglect to
bisect the lines on one side of the paper. In lesser neglect, the patient will bisect all of the lines, but the lines greater than 4 cm in
length will be bisected away from the neglected field: they did not see the neglected end of that line and so left that side long. A
hemianope without neglect may bisect the line toward the blind field, because they are aware of the defect and try to
compensate—overcompensating in the process. There is a caveat fo this, which is that a hemianope with neglect may bisect lines
accurately. Do not get out your ruler fo score. Healthy normol subjects show a bias ta one side, so if you score with a ruler,
everyone will be a neglect suspect. The differences should be easily discerned by "eyeballing” the sheet. i
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
